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Grade Level: 11-12
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Assessment Title:  Ma journée comme roi (King for a Day)
Overview of Performance Assessment: (Summary of the assessment with a brief synopsis of each task) 

This is a Performance Assessment utilizing the historical readings in the Easy French Reader.  Spending 1-2 days per week, this unit would take approximately 8-9 weeks.  Students will be reading the selections in order to improve reading comprehension, oral pronunciation, writing, and critical thinking skills in French.

Task 1

Make a time line of important events and people as each is discussed in class.
Task 2

Write open-ended opinion questions to discuss in small groups.
Task 3

Take an unfamiliar passage; read it aloud.  Write a summary in English.

Task 4
Compare/contrast life in France under different kings.  Create a graphic organizer.

Task 5  

In small groups, pick one major event studied.  Re-enact the event.  Lead a class discussion/debate about the event.

Prepare a letter to send to your fellow party-goers that describes how you will spend your year “in charge.”  How will you treat your “subjects”?  How do you expect to be treated?  What changes will you make?  How will you handle people who appose your “authority”?  Will you be a good king or queen?

As we read a chapter in the Easy French Reader each week, it is the student’s responsibility to create a time line of the important events and people we are reading about.  

The students may organize their timeline vertically or horizontally.  They need to determine how they will visually differentiate between events, dates, and people.  Develop a way to show how events and people are connected across time.  Classroom supplies may be used if needed.  Neatness and clear organization are the most important factors.

Each week the students will add to their rough draft and be given a completion grade.

At the end of the unit, students will complete a final draft of your timeline to turn in.  It will be graded according to the rubric.

Task 2 Complete Description (The Full Details of What Students Will Do in This Task)

Students will write 3 open-ended, grammatically correct questions on an assigned chapter.   Open-ended questions in French would begin with pourquoi, comment, or à ton avis.   They may ask an initial question for information, but the follow up question must require more than a yes or no answer.

Put students in groups with one student from each chapter.  No two students in a group should have written questions on the same topic.  The first student will pick their best question to ask the group.  The next student will formulate a response to that question in French.  They must be able to support their opinion.  The following students will then respond to the question and to what the other students have said.  Once all of the students have responded, the questioner will summarize in French the opinions of the group.  Then, a new student asks a question and the process begins again.  Students should continue like this for a predetermined amount of time.  If time, each student may ask all three of their questions.  It is a very good idea to be taking notes while the discussion in going on.

Student A:  Ask question


Student B:  Respond to question; back up opinion


Student C:  Respond to question and Student B


Student D:  Respond to question and Student B & C


Students B & C:  May respond if desired


Student A:  Summarize opinions expressed by the group

Task 3 Complete Description (The Full Details of What Students Will Do in This Task)

Students will come to an area away from the rest of the class to read an unknown reading selection from the Easy French Reader to the teacher.  Their pronunciation and intonation will be assessed based upon the rubric.

Once the students return to their seats, they are to write a concise summary of the reading selection in English.  They are not allowed to use dictionaries.  The summary needs to be written in proper English paying attention to sentence structure, punctuation and spelling.  It is important that this not be a word for word translation but rather an overview of just the important information in the text demonstrating their ability to comprehend without reliance upon a dictionary.

Task 4 Complete Description (The Full Details of What Students Will Do in This Task)

Put a list of the kings studied on the board.  While the students take notes, brainstorm as a class the various details we have learned about their lives.  Questions to consider:  How were the different people groups treated under this king?  What was the government like?  Were there any wars?  What was going on politically?  How did they view education?  What was family life like?

From these notes, students need to create a graphic organizer comparing and contrasting the life in France under these kings.  It is up to the student to develop their own categories and a way to clearly present their ideas.  

Students will briefly present their finished product to the class.  They should be able to back up their decisions (preferably in French but some English is acceptable depending upon the idea).

Task 5 Complete Description (The Full Details of What Students Will Do in This Task)

Put students into groups of 3-5.  Give the groups a list of possible topics.  Have the groups pick topics by a lottery.  

In their group, they are to do a creative re-enactment of their topic completely in French.  It will be better to improvise rather than memorize their “lines”.  Students may bring in outside props.  After given time to practice, students will present their re-enactments to the class.  

At the end of the presentation, they need to ask the class 2-3 questions.  When developing questions, they should keep in mind “What do I want the class to learn from this presentation?  What are the most important themes covered in this topic?”  The class will also be evaluated on how they respond to these questions.
